Creating A World 
Assignment: You will be creating a map of a fictional world. The world you create will be in grid format and will include elements of several types of maps. 

Requirements: 

Title: You will need to create a title for your world and place it at the top of your map.  

Compass Rose: A compass rose must be located underneath the grid in the bottom right hand corner of your map. 
Latitude/ Longitude: Label the lines of latitude and longitude on your map. 
Landforms/ Bodies of Water: You must create and name six landforms/ bodies of water in your world. You will use alliteration when naming your landforms, bodies of water, and points of interest. 
Points of Interest: You will need to create four points of interest on your map. A point of interest could be a waterpark, grocery store, etc You will use alliteration when naming your landforms, bodies of water, and points of interest. 
Symbols: You will need to create four symbols that represent something in your world. For example, this symbol ##### could be used to represent train tracks. Each symbol you create must be used at least once on your map.  

Key: Your symbols and their meaning will be listed in the key which must be located underneath the grid on the bottom left hand corner of your map.  
Scale: You must create a scale in inches and miles and place it near the compass rose. 
Resources: You may use your glossary we made in class, textbook, class work, or homework to help you with this project.
